Some of Macdougall s examples include
paint and mounted for use as a chalkboard; candles set in seband teacups using
reclaimed wax from the butends of tapers and melted crayons; and tortured willow
branches arranged in a vase and decorated with shattered glass recovered from car
breakins.

Visitors to the centre will also see a lamp constructed from tomato cages and a sink
stopper, and a chair frame being refurbished with zap straps.

E-Waste Makes Haste in B.C.

B.C.'s evaste recycling program expanded July 1 to include old
portable electronics. Since 2007, people have been able to drop

off their old computers and TV sets at recycliggpots around the
province for free. Portable players such as CD and DVD players and
radios and norcellular telephones can now be recycled in the

same way. For Encorp Pacific, which has more than 100 Riturn
depots around the province, everything isady for the rush to

collect the ewaste and recycle it.

"We are ready to take all of the materials," said Tyler Garnes, manager of the electronics
program. "Consumers can drop these products off, free of charge."

The program has already collected 34,00Qtnmegonnes of ewaste since 2007,
diverting it from the landfill. And the amount collected is expected to rise by 20 to 30
per cent. This year, an extra two million kilograms of electronics will be collected.

Five recycling processors in B.C. break teetsbnics down into their commodities,

either here, elsewhere in Canada or in another approved Organization for Economic
Cooperation and Development member, such as the U.S. or Belgium. The products do
not to go to the developing world, added Garnes.

About95 per cent of an electronic product gets recycled. Even the other five per cent
"slag" can be used as an additive in concrete, he added. "All the materials are used and
recycled in the program,” said Garnes.

Joyce Thayer, executive director of the Elentcs Stewardship Association of B.C.,
which represents 16 electronics manufacturers, says the program's been a great
success, with a collection rate of 3.1 kilograms per capita, one of the highestte
diversion rates on the continent. "We're one oftimost successful programs in North
America, and we continue to collect even more," said Thayer.

The program is fully funded by environmental handling fees charged on new electronics.

Last August, the association cut the price customers pay for recyclibgtiveen 20
and 75 per cent. Thayer anticipates a steady increase in the amounva$&e material
coming in. "It's an exciting and challenging task, and we're continuing to work on
expanding the program,” she said. "The work hasn't finished."

Reasons Not to Rush Into a New Solid Waste Plan

Considering the heavy price that will be exacted on taxpayers, a busemssnalysis is
warranted

To incinerate or to landfil- that is the question. Or is it?

Much has been written about the debate over the Integrated Solid

Waste Management and Resource Management Plan under

consideration by Metro Vancouver. And some time has been spent

arriving at the present policy documerBut that doesn't mean the
proposed policy is flawless.

The business community supports efforts to deal with waste management. Most of us
support the plan's overall goals. We also are favourably disposed to examining how
waste can be reduced through extged-producerresponsibility programs.

We recognize that the business community must do its part for waste management,
too. Where we differ is in the means of dealing with solid waste. Stories have
marginalized and oversimplified the argument to just lgebetween wastego-energy
incineration and landfill. Neither of these methods of solid waste disposal is a silver
bullet.

The only clear fact about this situation is that we need to reduce our solid waste. So
what we need is a combination of these and etlwvastemanagement strategies to
provide the most environmentally sound and fiscally responsible approach to dealing
with solid waste- and to improve over time so that we can eventually get close to zero
waste.

Certainly, Metro Vancouver's goal @tycling as much waste as possible is laudable

and supportable. What is not supportable, however, is its lack of a proper financial
analysis of the approach to solid waste management. Simply put, taxpayers have a right
to know how much the mix of wasteanagement options is going to cost them.

Given that we are looking at a minimum expenditure of almost $500 million on a single
solid waste management waste-energy facility, more information is required than is
provided in the policy plan being consiéd by Metro Vancouver.

In fact, Metro should perform a multriteria analysis in which costs and benefits from
economic activity, the environment and social implications should be analyzed in
addition to the financial aspects.




Metro also should conduatarbonfootprint and financiakisk analyses of all
management options so taxpayers will understand the environmental and financial risks
associated with each wasteanagement technology.

Virtually everyone is in favour of reducing, reusing, recyclimgranonverting as much
waste as possible. But if we continue to increase our diversion of waste to these uses
over the next number of years, what will be left to serve as fuel for the wiastnergy
plant? And why do we need to rush to a wast@nagemensolution now that the

Cache Creek landfill has been granted an extension of its present facility to 20127

Garbage can be money. Consideration should be given to an integrated resource
recovery program providing revenue streams to help offset the costarfgssing
waste. In fact, a pilot integrated resource recovery study is being completed for the
North Shore, but the implications of this studyhatever they may be- have not been
considered in the solid waste management plan.

We all want to be gregrand we all need to lower the amount of waste. And we all want
to do it at the lowest possible cost, both from a capital as well as an operating
perspective. That should include maximizing all revenue streams. Let's perform a proper
businesscase analysisf the solid waste management plan before taxpayers are
committed to another $50anillion-plus expenditure.

We know there is a host of other capital projects with their associated costs coming
from Metro Vancouver. Taxpayers have a right to know whataie bill will be for all

of the infrastructure projects Metro Vancouver is working on. Let's use the solid waste
management plan as a model of transparency and good financial planning for all Metro
Vancouver projects. Take the time to do it right.
